	At Hinguar Primary School our art curriculum is designed to engage, inspire and challenge children, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to participate in, experiment with, invent and create their own works of art. Children will be empowered to think creatively and critically. They will investigate and evaluate a wide range of creative outcomes from the past and present to develop rigorous understanding of the many disciplines within art and how it shapes our past and future.

	To achieve this:
Our Art curriculum is built around essential knowledge, understanding and key skills. As a school and in accordance with the National Curriculum’s expectations, we aim to ensure that all pupils access the following through topics and specific art projects:
· Produce creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences.
· Become proficient in drawing, painting, sculpture and other art and craft techniques.
· Evaluate and analyse creative works using the language of art and craft.
· Know about great artists and craft makers and understand the historical and cultural development of their art forms.

	Ongoing assessments take place throughout the year. Teachers use this information to inform future lessons; ensuring children are supported and challenged appropriately. This data is analysed on a termly basis to inform and address any trends or gaps in attainment. Children in Foundation Stage are assessed within Expressive Arts and Design and their progress is tracked termly. Age related expectation levels are reported to parents at the end of the reception year.
