Orienteering
Orienteering can be done in many
ways. It involves reading a map of an
area (school) in order to find stamp-
ers with a specific pattern to corre-
spond to a letter, number, image or
symbol.

Map reading is a key part of orient-
eering so being able to orienteer a
map so that you always know which
direction you are facing and that the
map is the same way can completely
change the outcomes.

Communication
One of the most important aspects
of OAA. It doesn’t matter what activ-
ity you are doing, if there is more
than one person you need to com-
municate to each other.

Communication can be done verbal-
Iy (most common), silently through
signs and signals, writing etc. All
forms of communication needs to be
very clear so that others can under-
stand it, especially if someone is
blind, deaf (permanent or tempo-
rary) or struggles with certain types
of communication.
