	Piet Mondrian was an abstract artist. He often used primary colours. He did not paint recognisable things. He would paint with colour, shapes and textures.

· Use a variety of tools – pencils, rubbers, crayons, pastels, felt tips, charcoal, ballpoints, chalk and other dry materials to represent objects in lines. 
· Select the appropriate tools to complete artwork.
· Know the names of tools, techniques and elements that he/she uses.
· Use artwork to record ideas, observations and experiences. 
· Give feedback on yours and others work.

	Abstract Art
	art that does not show real things, instead uses shapes, colours and textures.

	
	Primary colour
	a group of colours from which all other colours can be obtained by mixing.

	
	Secondary colour
	a colour resulting from the mixing of two primary colours.

	
	Shape
	an area enclosed by a line, it could just be an outline or shaded in.

	
	Line
	a path left by a moving point: vertical, diagonal or curved.

	
	Pattern
	a repeated decorative design.
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
