	Year 1 – Know all primary & secondary colours.
Painting and Printing - 
· Use a variety of tools and techniques including different brush sizes and types.
· Mix secondary colours and shades using different types of paint
· Create textured paint by adding sand or sawdust.
· Give feedback on yours and others work.
· Print with a range of hard and soft materials e.g. cork, pen, sponge – natural and manmade objects.
· Roll printing ink over objects to create patterns e.g. plastic mesh and stencils.
· Make rubbings to collect textures and patterns.
· Use a variety of tools including brushes.
· Safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
· Share their creations, explaining the process they have used.

	Friedrich Wilhelm Kuhnert (September 18, 1865 – February 11, 1926) was a German painter, author and illustrator, who specialized in animal images. After illustrating the books of Alfred Brehm, he travelled to German East Africa to observe animals in their habitat and produced numerous paintings that defined Africa for many Germans of the period.

Painting - 

· Develop awareness of the variety and qualities of colour in their environment.
· Mix a range of secondary colours, shades and tones.
· Experiment with tools and techniques, including, layering and mixing media.
· Identify the primary colours by name.
· Mix the primary shades and tone.
· Identify warm and cold colours.
· Work on a range of scales – large brush on large paper.
· Mix and match colours using artefacts and objects.
Printing - 
· Carry out different printing techniques – mono and block printing.
· Print using a variety of materials, objects and techniques focused on printing and rubbings.
· Experiment with overprinting motifs and colour.
· Design patterns of increasing complexity and repetition e.g. order, symmetry and irregularity.

	Painting
	The action or skill of using paint, either in a picture or as decoration.

	
	Printing
	Printing is the process of making images that can be transferred onto other surfaces. It can be used to make one or more identical images or to create repeating patterns on papers and textiles.

	
	Primary colours
	A group of colours from which all other colours can be obtained by mixing.

	
	Secondary colours
	A colour resulting from the mixing of two primary colours.

	
	Warm / cold colours
	Warm colours remind us of things associated with the concept of heat such as summer, beaches, the sun and fire.
Cool colours remind us of things associated with the absence of heat – such as winter, ice and water.

	
	Pattern
	A repeated decorative design.
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
