	The Mesolithic or Middle Stone Age is an archaeological term used to describe specific cultures that fall between the Paleolithic and the Neolithic Periods.
Mesolithic people likely continued the art forms developed during the Upper Paleolithic Period, including cave paintings and engravings , small sculptural artifacts , and early megalithic architecture.
Painting - 
· Mix a variety of colours and know which primary colours make secondary colours.
· Use a developed colour vocabulary so pupils can describe and identify the use of hot, warm, cool, cold and complimentary colours
· Use colour to express and describe a feeling.
· Experiment with different effects and textures inc. blocking in colour, washes, thickened paint etc.
· Work confidently on a range of scales e.g. thin brush on small picture etc.

· Clay- Construct a simple clay tile and extend this by adding and modelling other shapes on to it.
