	Printing - 
· Carry out different printing techniques – mono and block printing.
· Print using a variety of materials, objects and techniques focused on printing and rubbings.
· Experiment with overprinting motifs and colour.
· Design patterns of increasing complexity and repetition e.g. order, symmetry and irregularity.
Drawing - 
· Explore mark making using a variety of tools.
· Layer different media, eg crayons, pastels, felt tips, charcoal and ballpoint.
· Work out ideas and their understanding of the world through drawing.
· Draw for a more sustained period of time from single objects and real objects.
· Investigate tone by drawing light/dark shapes.
· Experiment with the visual elements; line, shape, pattern and colour.
· Look at drawings from other artists.

· What did you like about your artwork?
· How can you improve your artwork?
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Printing - 
· Print using a variety of materials, objects and techniques including, string, polystyrene, (relief) layering (over printing).
· Talk about the processes used to produce a simple print.
· Explore pattern and shape, creating designs for printing.,e.g. building up shapes and patterns, overprinting.

Drawing - 
· Experiment with different grades of pencil and other implements. Investigate tone by drawing light/dark.
· Use drawing as a means of designing, developing fantasy ideas.
· Draw for a sustained period of time at their own level.,e.g. observation from a single figure, objects or grouped objects
· Plan, refine and alter their drawings as necessary.
· Use different media to achieve variations in line, texture, tone, colour, shape and pattern from what they observe.
