	Painting - 

· Develop awareness of the variety and qualities of colour in their environment.

	Henri Julien Félix Rousseau was a French post-impressionist painter in the Naïve or Primitive manner.
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Painting - 
· Mix a variety of colours and know which primary colours make secondary colours.

· Use colour to express and describe a feeling.
· Experiment with different effects and textures inc. blocking in colour, washes, thickened paint etc.
