	Resist Printing

	Marbling 
	Colouring or marking that resembles marble, 

	
	Silkscreen 
	A sophisticated stencilling technique for surface printing, a design is cut out of paper or another thin, strong material and then printed by rubbing, rolling, or spraying paint or ink through the cut out areas.

	
	Coiling
	A method of creating pottery. ... To do this, the potter takes a pliable material (usually clay) then rolls it until it forms a coil, or long pliable cylinder. By placing one coil on top of another, different shapes can be formed

	
	Slip
	A clay slurry used to produce pottery and other ceramic items.
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
