	Complementary colours

	Contrasting colours
	Colours that are directly across from one another on a basic colour wheel provide maximum contrast

	
	Miniature 
	Something that is much smaller than normal, especially a small replica or model.

	
	Portrait
	A painting, drawing, photograph, or engraving of a person, especially one depicting only the face or head and shoulders.

	
	Self-Portrait 
	A portrait that an artist produces of themselves.
