Friday was another successful sporting 

occasion for SECAT, during which the 

children and staff, once again, seemed to 

enjoy every minute of the experience. 

 

“Working within PE and Sport at 

Shoeburyness High School, I am seeing a 

massive benefit in students who join us every 

year from the work going on within local 

primary schools generally - and increasingly 

as a result of these events. It creates a smooth 

transition between primary and secondary 

level education, and by competing in such 

events, a larger number of children are 

gaining vital experience of competition. 

It means that by the time they step into 

secondary education, they already have the 

skills and confidence required to work as part 

of a team. 

 It is important in the earlier stages of the child’s 

progress to focus more on their development 

and learning opportunities, rather than dwell on 

who the stronger and weaker participants in a 

given sport or activity. 

That’s not to say we don’t want to see hard 

fought competition; we just believe that the 

importance of participation for a lot of these 

children who, for a multitude of reasons maybe 

haven’t had these opportunities in the past, 

needs to be addressed nationally, and that 

through these type of events they get a platform 

to receive the opportunity, encouragement, 

recognition, disappointment and praise as those 

children who experience regular competition 

within the elite end of given sports.” 

 

Editor’s note: At primary school age, both 

within school and club competition, we 

certainly often find that the importance of 

winning over method, progress, teamship and 

enjoyment is often much overstated!
