	The variety of living things in a given place—whether a small stream, an extensive desert, all the forests in the world, the oceans, or the entire planet—is called its biodiversity, which is short for biological diversity. All species are interconnected. They depend on one another. With less biodiversity, these connections weaken and sometimes break, harming all the species in the ecosystem.
 
Threats to biodiversity: - 
* Hunting (killing animals reduces their numbers and endangers their species); 
*Deforestation (habitation loss, destroying the homes of animals or plants); 
*Invasion by foreign species. The introduction of non-native species 
*Pollution (damages/poisons natural environments).
    
	Protecting biodiversity: - 

*Do not participate in, and urge others not to participate in, hunting for sport or poaching; 
*Protest against deforestation or any other type of habitat loss for the sake of newer or cheaper products for humans; 
*Do not introduce foreign species to local habitats; 
* Cut down your “carbon footprint” which leads to pollution and ultimately climate change. Reduce, reuse and recycle whenever possible
