	A lot of the energy we use to power the world around us is sourced from non-renewable sources. Non-renewable energy sources don’t replenish, and are formed when prehistoric plants and animals died and were gradually buried by layers of soil rock. The kind of fuel that was created varied depending on the conditions, like what kind of organic material (from plants or animals), how long it was buried, at what temperature and under what pressure. Types of non-renewable energy are natural gas, coal and oil. As a world, we should be using more renewable energy sources. Renewable energy is collected from renewable resources. A source of energy is considered renewable if it comes from natural sources or processes that are constantly replenished. Examples are solar (from the sun), wind, water, geothermal (from the earth) and biomass (from organic materials).
