	Fresh water is a vital resource for the survival of our population. Less than 1% of the world’s water is freshwater and available for us to consume. Fresh water is limited around the world.

In the UK, we are fortunate to have drinkable water coming from our taps, but we can, and do waste clean water. There are some countries that have running water, but it is not recommended for drinking, however bottled water is available. 

There are many countries where they have no access to any clean water and people are left drinking dirty water from the nearby stream. Drinking this water leads to disease and illness. 
	There are many ways we can save water.
- Shower instead of bathing.
- Turn the taps off when they are not in use e.g.   when brushing teeth.
- Collect and use rainwater to water plants
- Fix leaky pipes and taps.
- In school, we have taps that turn off automatically and water butts to collect rainwater
