	Ibadah 
	Service or servitude in Islam, usually translated as "worship".

	
	Zakat 
	Payment made annually under Islamic law on certain kinds of property and used for charitable and religious purposes.

	
	Hajj

	The Muslim pilgrimage to Mecca that takes place in the last month of the year, and that all Muslims are expected to make at least once during their lifetime.

	
	Ummah
	The whole community of Muslims bound together by ties of religion.

	
	Tawhid  
	To realize and maintain the unity of Allah in one’s actions.

	
	Surah 
	A surah is the equivalent of "chapter" in the Quran.

	
	Hafiz 
	A Muslim who knows the Koran by heart.

	
	Sunnah 
	The traditions and practices of the Islamic prophet, Muhammad, that constitute a model for Muslims to follow.  

	
	Hadith 
	A collection of traditions containing sayings of the prophet Muhammad which, with accounts of his daily practice (the Sunna), constitute the major source of guidance for Muslims apart from the Koran.

	
	Masjid 
	Arabic word for a mosque.

	
	Shahadah
	The Muslim profession of faith.
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
