	Key achievements to date until July 2021:
	Areas for further improvement and baseline evidence of need:

	* The school has maintained the gold school games award for active commitment to sport during the pandemic. 
* Prior to the pandemic, the Physical Health and Wellbeing Team met every month with parents and staff working closely together to raise attainment and participation in sport. 
*The first Hinguar fun run took place in October and was well attended and enjoyed by a number of children from Nursery to Year 6 and from other schools within the local area. 
*23 children were selected to attend phase 2 diving talent from an initial screening delivered in school.  
* Prior to the pandemic, the Daily Mile has taken place in every year group and has been promoted with families to complete during lockdown as part of daily exercise. 
*Prior to the pandemic 100% of children received the minimum entitlement of two hours of PE per week and over the year this included a range of athletics, dance, games and gymnastics.
*During remote learning, physical activity events and sessions were emailed out to parents and included on the website to maintain physical activity opportunities during lockdown. 
*Prior to the pandemic, 100% of children from Reception to Year 6 had taken part in extended provision either through competitive events, after school clubs or additional curriculum provision.
* Keyworker and vulnerable children who attended the academy hub during the pandemic were provided with weekly basketball sessions from a specialist provider. 
* Keyworker and vulnerable children who attended the academy hub during the pandemic were provided with weekly multisport sessions from a specialist provider. 
	* Increase the number of children meeting the end of KS2 swimming standard by Year 6 to 100% (pre-Covid 19 attainment) 
*Continue to increase parental perception of PE. 
* Ensure all children have access to a variety of sporting opportunities.
* A greater % of children to represent the school in a level 2 competition.
* To enter C team competitions to increase number of children taking part in competitive sport. 
* To build sustainability into before and after school clubs.
* To replenish sports equipment, including swimming equipment. 
* To develop further links with external clubs and agencies.
* To continue to build fitness levels across the school. 
* To ensure equality in sport.
* To celebrate our school’s achievement over the academic year.
* To encourage participation through incentives. 
* To further develop engagement in the daily mile.
* To further develop the role of play leaders and sports leaders to encourage physical activity at play times. 
* To purchase resources to enable play leaders and sports leaders to support physical activity at play times. 
*To identify individuals and groups who have had decreased physical activity during lockdown. 
* To reinstate key opportunities for children to access when restrictions allow. E.g Bikeabilty, inter school competitions.  
* To continue to raise awareness of the importance of ABC’s.
