	A set of duration patterns played over the pulse 

	
	Minim
	A note that lasts 2 beats. 

	
	Quaver
	 A note that lasts ½ beats

	
	Stave
	5 lines and 4 spaces on which notes are written in music.

	
	Compose 
	To make up and record a song or piece that you have made up.

	
	Improvise 
	To make up a piece of music or pattern on the spot but not record it.

	
	Treble clef
	The symbol at the beginning of music that ‘pins’ the notes to the stave. 
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
