	Monarch 
	A person who rules over a place, usually a king or queen

	Coronation
	The formal service of making a person king or queen of a country.

	British Empire 
	Countries and states that Britain governed and controlled all over the world.

	Urban
	Town environment

	· 
	Upper Class 

	Wealthy people, often estate owners, who had a lot of money and servants.

	· 
	Middle Class 
	The middle of the Victorian class system, from lawyers earning £500 /year to a small shopkeeper earning £100/ year.

	· 
	Working Class
	The bottom of the Victorian class system. Anyone from a skilled mechanic earning £90 a year to a servant earning £10 per year.

	· 
	Nanny
	A woman employed by prosperous families of the upper classes to live with them and raise and care for their children.

	· 
	Orphan
	Child with no parents

	· 
	Slum
	Extremely poor housing area with no facilities and terrible hygiene

	· 
	Contagious disease 
	Serious illnesses which spread very quickly (for example, cholera, smallpox and typhoid).

	· 
	Paupers
	Very poor people who live in poverty and have no way of feeding or supporting themselves.

	
	Workhouse
	Places set up by the government where poor people with no money could go and be given a bed, food and work. Many had very harsh rules.

	
	Ragged School 
	A school set up to teach poor children.

	
	Abacus
	Wooden instrument used for calculating numbers

	
	Factory Acts
	Laws passed by government to protect people working in dangerous factories (particularly women and children). 


	Timeline of Key Events:

1837 – Queen Victoria crowned (aged 18 years).
1840 – Queen marries her cousin, Prince Albert.
1840 – first Ragged Schools set up.
1844 – Factory Act states children could start work from age 8, but had to have 2 hours schooling daily.
1847 – Factory Act states women and children under 18 could only work 10 hours or less daily.
1851 – Great Exhibition.
1861 – Prince Albert dies.
1863 – first underground railway opens in London.
1867 – all factory workers limited to 10 hours work daily.
1870 – Dr Barnardo opens first home for boys.
1871 – first FA cup for football.
1877 – Queen declared ‘Empress of India’.
1880 – Children 5-13 required to attend school (but had to pay).
1882 – first electric power station in London.
1891 – education made free and compulsory for children 5-13.
1897 – Queen Victoria Diamond Jubilee (60 years on the throne).
1901 – Queen Victoria dies.
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
