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What provision do we use in school to promote Communication and Interaction Skills?
A graduated approach: Quality First Teaching 
High quality teaching, adapted for individual pupils, is the first step in responding to pupils who have or may have SEND. Additional intervention and support cannot compensate for a lack of good quality teaching. We endeavour to provide all pupils with quality first teaching that is adapted to meet the diverse needs of all learners. This is always shared with families through an individual provision map. 

Our teachers have high expectations for all. Our teachers: 
• Support independent learning 
• Promote pupil talk, individually and in groups 
• Question, model, explain 
• Ensure pupil engagement and make high demands of their involvement 
• Make reasonable adjustments and SEND provision in their lessons 

Provision in school used to develop skills: 
Circle time, buddy and partner work, group work, hot seating, drama activities, lolly pop sticks to encourage children to answer, rewards for children, performances, creative writing, lunch time clubs and extra-curricular activities…..to name a few. 
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
