History  

Create a 10-question quiz (and find out the 

answers) about everyday life in the Victorian era. 

Write the questions with the correct answers 

separate so you can test someone! 

 

The tasks here are homework activities  

for your child to complete over the next term. 

They should try to complete one task each week, 

record it and hand it in on a Friday. They can 

choose which order they complete their tasks in, 

some will be tasks supporting learning, and some 

will be assessing prior knowledge of a subject. 

 

English – poetry 

Write a poem about an aspect of our Victorian topic. It 

could be descriptive, funny, shaped or acrostic. 

Remember how to set out a poem with short lines and 

stanzas. 

(Use some ideas from the online poetry workshops we 

did last term) 

Science  

 Create a family tree and identify features that 

have been passed down through the generations. 

What have you inherited from your great-great 

grandparents? 

PE 

Create an outdoor game for a Victorian child to play. 

Research some of the games they used to play and link 

it to them. 

Art 

Draw yourself as a Victorian – rich/poor/monarch. 

Research the clothing you would have worn, 

thinking carefully about the colours and materials 

used. 

English 

Create a job advert for someone to work as a maid 

in a rich household. Think carefully about the 

skills required. 

Art  

Research an artist from the Victorian era and produce 

a piece of art in their style using any medium.

Keep your times tables 

recall up to speed using Purple Mash.
