	To build a MFL curriculum, which develops learning and results in the acquisition of knowledge and skills which enables children to access the wider curriculum and to prepare children to be a global citizen now and in their future roles within a global community. 

To design a curriculum with appropriate subject knowledge, skills and understanding to fulfil the duties of the NC whereby schools must provide a ‘balanced and broadly-based curriculum which promotes the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils and prepares them for the opportunities and responsibilities and experiences for later life. 
	To achieve this: 
· Follow a clear and comprehensive scheme of work in line with the National Curriculum, Twinkl lessons to be followed from Years 3 to 6, to use sequence lessons with prior learning built on so that progress is made throughout KS2. 
· A Spanish / French focused topic boards to share lesson learning.   
· Spanish / French vocabulary throughout the school to enable vocabulary to be seen so children and staff are aware of different vocabulary. 
· To introduce a Spanish / French themed day to share cultural capital and cultural development across the school. 
 
	· Children will know more and remember more about MFL, Spanish and French in particular. 
· Children will enjoy learning another language.  
· Children will recognise and apply key Spanish / French vocabulary verbally. 
· Children will be able to write a limited amount in Spanish and French. 
· The large majority of children will achieve age related expectations by the end of the year. 

	To build a MFL curriculum that incorporates the understanding of language, so that children know more, remember more and understand more. As a result, children will develop the knowledge to be able to communicate in another language other than English.
