	Autumn

	Spring
	It gets warmer, leaves begin to grow and blossom. The daytime gets longer.

	Summer
	The weather gets hotter and the daytime is longer than the nights.

	Daylight
	When it is light outside. The daylight changes with each season

	Weather
	The state of the atmosphere at a particular place and time.

	Weather forecast
	A statement saying what the weather will be like today, the next day or for the next few days.

	Sun
	A star that provides light and heat to the Earth.
