	To celebrate VE day use different materials to design a medal
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	Create a 1940’s tea party. You may need to make food, drink, bunting, flags and music. Can you write a menu?
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	Cut out and fold the attached spitfire. See how far it will fly, make different paper aeroplanes to see which one will go the furthest. How can you measure this?
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	Watch a film and write a film review. Why did you like it? What were your favourite parts? What would you change? Can you rate it out of 5?
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	Can you make a musical instrument? What could you use? Can you use your instrument to sing some songs?
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	How many items in your house tell the time? Are they the same? What numbers do you notice on your clocks? Can you make a watch or a clock? It doesn’t have to be out of paper!
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	Using equipment from your home, make an assault course. Ask an adult to time you as you complete it. Can you go faster? Can you complete it in different ways?
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	Please read/share a story 5 times a week. Key questions can include: What were the characters feeling? How else could the story end?
