Floating and Sinking 
1.Gather together a collection of “treasures”, a large bowl or sink/bath of water and somewhere to record your findings – paper, whiteboard, chalk board or photos.

Record the predictions in a table  
Test each item by dropping it carefully into the water. 
Record the results for each item in the table. 
What do you notice about items that float or sink?  
Can you make a sinker float? 
 
2. Make a boat (recycle a container maybe), check it floats and then carefully place each object that sank inside the boat. They should now float! How many items can your boat hold?
