	WHO IS WALT DISNEY?
Show an image of Walt Disney and ask ‘Do you know who this is?’

Ask: ‘Who do you think this man might be?’ Explain that this is Mr. Walt Disney who was a famous artist who created cartoons. These cartoons were then turned into films.
