* Identify all of the rhyming words that are used in the story. Can you think of other words that rhyme with these?

* What lessons might the fish have at their school? Write a diary entry from the point of view of one of the fish, giving their thoughts about their lessons at school.

* Design a missing poster. You will need a picture as well as a description of Tiddler.

* Decorate the fish templates using your own designs?

* Can you spot the 'Gruffalo' fish in the illustrations? Can you design your own fish based on a character from a popular story?

* Design a fish pond for your school grounds or your own garden.

*Make a list of the rhyming words in the story.

*Make a list of the words that describe movements in the story, e.g. roaming, romping

* Use adjectives to describe the shell in the story.

* Draw a picture of your home and the people you share it with.

* Make a list of animals / plants that you might find in seaside habitats.

* Choose one of the animals in the story and find out about it. Write a report about your creature.

* Design (and build) a new home for the three creatures to share

	Can you recognise all the coins we use in our country?  See if you can out them in order starting with the one which is worth the least and going up to the most valuable?


	Use 2p, 5p and 10p coins to help you to count in 2s, 5s and 10s.

Draw pictures of the coins to help you with your counting.
	Ask a grown up to write out some addition sums for you then use Blockzilla to compare the number sentences. Remember Blockzilla smiles at the biggest number. So she will smile at the sum with the biggest total.
	Draw numbers up to 50 as rods and cubes.
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
