	Create your own puppets for a Punch and Judy type theatre show. Draw them in detail and label the pictures. 

If you are able to make the puppets using card, wooden spoons, googly eyes etc
	Practice counting in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from 0, and in 10s from any number, forward and backward. 

This can be done when walking, around the home, driving in the car. Anytime you can fit it in. 

	Add and subtract numbers using concrete objects, pictorial representations, and mentally, including:
· a two-digit number and 1s
· a two-digit number and 10s
	Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables, including recognising odd and even numbers.

Practicing these tables are key to moving on to learning a new range of times tables in year 3.
