	Maths Game
Have a go at ‘All Change Multiplication’. You will need a pack of cards with the Jokers, 10s and Jacks removed, and 2 pieces of paper with an ‘X’ and ‘=’ on them. Queens are worth 0 and Kings are the Wild Card!
· [image: ]Shuffle cards and give 8 to each player. 2 players is best. The remaining cards are put face down in a pile.
· First player lays down a multiplication number sentence which has a 2 digit product (answer) 
e.g. 6x9=54 and then takes 4 cards from the pile.
· Next player does the same or can use some of the cards already put down e.g. could keep the 6 
and lay 2,1,2 to make 6x2=12. They would then take 3 cards from the pile.
· If you cannot go take a card from the pile. The Wild Card (King) can be used to represent any 
Digit 0-9. The next person can change the value of the Wild Card for their turn.
Winning the game;
· One player has used all their cards
· Or the draw pile has run out and nobody can go. In this case add up all the cards in your hand and the winner is the one with the least cards total. King is worth 10.
