
	
· Roll a dice 4 times to generate 4 number. What 4 digit numbers can you make using each of your rolled numbers. Can you work systematically to find them all? What’s the difference between the smallest 4 digit number that you made and the highest? Choose one of your 4 digit numbers. How many different ways can you partition this number?
· Can you calculate how many days, and hours we have been in lockdown? Challenge yourself to work out how many minutes! 
· Play times table jumping bean game, do you remember this? You have a times table in your head eg 48 and you would say it is in the 6 x table and jump 8 times. The other person would work out what number you had. 
Remember there are lots of tasks on My Maths and purple mash. 
	

· Write a diary entry about your time during lockdown. Try and write a little each day at the end of the day about what you have done, how you are feeling. What has been the best part of it? What has been the hardest? Have you learnt anything new eg a new skill? What are you looking forward to the most when it is all over? Try and use some fronted adverbials to start your writing off. E.g Never in my life did I imagine this would happen... Yesterday was the hottest day so far....Utterly joyous,  Totally exhausted, Tomorrow, 
· Create some questions to ask your family about their experience of lockdown. Record their answers either write them down or film them. Remember to use “ ” . 
· Write a guide to surviving lockdown, what are your top tips? Is it starting the day with exercise every day? Or making sure you get up and dressed straight away? Keep to a routine? Or is it phoning your friends or other family every week? Or meeting up with family social distancing. Draw pictures to illustrate. 
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Now you have your front cover. Your next few tasks for 
your book are;


1) Write your opening chapter, this should be a couple of pages at least. Explaining what the history of the Garrison is. What has been used for, what is the oldest part of it? Remember to use paragraphs and subheadings. Use photos or draw pictures to illustrate. 
2) Draw a map of the Garrison, think about the scale and a key. Is your house on the map, don’t forget our school.
