Year Six: Home Learning Grid
	English

Spend 5 minutes each day writing a diary entry. Encourage the children to write a recount of the day or the previous day using the correct tense, and use figurative language where possible. 

Debate: Is good more powerful than evil? Is it worse to fail at something or never attempt it in the first place? Is it more important to be liked or respected? Ask your child to choose a question to answer, write a speech and use real -life examples to justify their opinion. 

Create a comic strip biography on your favourite sports star or celebrity. Encourage the children to conduct some research into the star and to make notes using bullet points. Think about the structure of the comic and whether it flows.

Watch your favourite film and write a review for a film streaming service. Encourage the use of superlatives and emotive language in recommending the film in an attempt to get others to watch it. 
	Design

An Architectural Masterpiece- Give your child the task of designing a new building/structure to inspire the residents of their local town or city. They must research, plan, design and then make a model of it using materials from around the house. Ask them to create a criteria for success and then evaluate their model against this. 


	Science

Design a suit to protect people against Coronavirus. Write about and describe its features. Encourage children to find out some information about the disease and how it is transmitted. They can then use this knowledge to design their suit. 


	Maths

· Compare temperatures on earth and at sea and calculate the difference between negative/positive numbers 

· Roll and round- roll a dice with different numbers and round the number

· Use receipts- round my number to the nearest £1/£10/£100 

· Plan a trip of a life time to a specific location. Your budget is £2000. 

· Finding new quantities: A recipe for 6 people needs 400ml of milk. Adapt it for 9 people. 

· Investigations e.g. if I multiply an even number by an even number the answer is always even? 

· Get a piece of paper and show everything you know about multiplication and division. This could be pictures, diagrams, explanations, methods etc. Be as creative as you want to be. 

· Look at the different house types on your street (e.g. detached, flats, semi-detached). Create a bar chart or pie chart showing this information.

· Follow a recipe and devise a ratio for the relationship between different ingredients. Encourage children to look at the proportions of the ingredients compared to each other. 

	Geography

Where in the World? – 

Show your child how to use Google Earth or Google Maps to look at the geographical features of Coventry, Aberystwyth and Perth (Australia). How are these places the same? How are these places different? What impacts the similarities and differences? After, they can then choose three different places and do the same thing. Do they notice any patterns? 

Viewpoints from Around the World – 
Your child can research famous viewpoints from around the world (e.g.The Eiffel Tower). Ask them to draw what they think they would see from this viewpoint. After this, they can design and create a miniature scale of the landmarks that give these viewpoints. Encourage them to evaluate their creations. 


	Art and PSHE

Viewpoints and Mood – Ask your child to look into a room in the home and think about how it makes them feel. They can then either draw something linked to how they feel when looking in the room or draw an object from the room and then colour, shade or paint it in a colour that reflects their current mood.
