What is the most exciting thing that’s ever happened to you? Write a recount about your experience and be sure to describe how you felt during and after the event.

The Olympic Games were first held in Ancient Greece. If you could add any one sport, skill, or activity to the modern Olympics—and then compete in it—what would you choose? Do you think it would be popular with other people? Why?

Write a creative story about a world in which the animals take over and put all the humans in a human zoo. What kinds of educational exhibits might they have (grandparents, kids, etc.)? Would you enjoy living in the zoo? Why or why not?

Imagine you are an explorer who is the first person to climb a mountain that has never been climbed successfully before.  Write a diary of your expedition.

Write a recount of a time when you were in a bad situation and finally saw a silver lining. What happened? Make it personal and include feeling and descriptions. Did anyone help you?

	Science
Take a cutting from a plant and see if you can create a clone of the parent plant. Write instructions for someone else to do the same as you have done.

Plant a seed and record its growth – keep a photo diary to show what happens once the seed germinates and erupts through the soil.

Research and write a biography of Jayne Goodall, explaining why her work with chimpanzees was so important to the world. Discuss any other famous zoologists that your family may know – might you be able to watch them on television?
