Use all four operations in maths to plan a VE day party.
Create a food and drink menu and include tablecloths and decorations, such as those mentioned in the text e.g. bunting. Give each separate item a cost and give yourself a budget. Remember that rationing was still happening so this may limit your choices. How many people can you afford to hold a party for?

Use your knowledge of co-ordinates and have a game of battleships (a bit like how we played the Pirate Game at Christmas – see the sheet at the end). The naval battles were important in World War Two, but did you know that they link to food shortages and rationing as Hitler targeted supply ships. As a result of this, many foods could not get through.
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Use nets of shapes to make a gas mask carrier. Use a ruler to measure accurately in centimetres.


Use your measuring skills to weigh out the ingredients for a wartime recipe.  There are some examples at the end of this document.
	[image: ]English 
What do you think the children in this photo are thinking or feeling?  Write a diary entry on V.E. Day from the point of view of a child who has been evacuated.   If you want to challenge yourself, then write as one of the 10,000 children who were evacuated to the USA, Canada and Australia.

Draw a picture of an evacuee (or use a photo of one) in the middle of a piece of paper. On one side of the page write the thoughts and feelings of the mother and on the other side write the thoughts and feelings of the child. Are there any similarities? How do they differ?

Research how British soldiers who were fighting the war abroad received the news about the end of the war. Where were they? Write a letter home from their point of view. Link back to the word bank collected about joy, sadness and relief. 

Write a letter to a relative who is a soldier describing the V.E. Day celebrations – maybe your family had a street party? Remember to tell them how much you are looking forward to having them home again now that the war has ended.

Create the script for a radio broadcast reporting on the end of the war in Europe.

[image: ]Look at new vocabulary from the separate information sheet e.g. bunting, national holiday, address (radio address), civilians, Axis powers, Allies etc. Discuss the meanings with your family.

Use the text to consolidate your knowledge of synonyms and antonyms. Pick five words and then recap the meaning of each word. Now think of appropriate synonyms and antonyms. You can make it a game and score one point for each word and two points if they spell it correctly.

	Geography

Identify and label the countries on a world map that were involved in World War II.

Use a map of the United Kingdom to identify the major cities of London, Birmingham, Manchester, Belfast, Plymouth, Glasgow, Coventry and Hull. 
Research the population of these places during the war and what was produced there. Why do you think those cities were the main targets for the Nazi bombing campaigns?
	Science

‘During the war, many homes had blackout curtains, which helped block out the light. Streetlights also had to be turned off. This was to prevent enemy planes from using the lights as guides to locate British
cities in order to bomb them.’ 

Investigate which materials are best at blocking light and why.
	Art & DT  (see the sheet attached for examples)

Design a propaganda poster. What message will you send? What are the popular images and colours that are used?

Investigate and make some war time recipes. Which key ingredients are missing?  How does this affect the texture or taste of the food? 

Look at the work of Henry Moore. Although he is most famous for his sculptures, during World War Two he made a number of sketches of the people using the underground as a shelter. Evaluate these images. How do they make you feel? What techniques has the artist used? Can you emulate his style? You could even try to sculpt your figures in modelling clay or saltdough.
	Music

Learn some of the simple songs which were made famous during Wartime Britain e.g. Run rabbit, run or The White Cliffs of Dover. IF you can get online try using this link:

6-8 pears (Ripe and with the skins loft on)

2 tablespoons margarine

handful of sultanas

lemen juice/2est if available
